ISSUES

Goulthorpe Image

1. I am not entirely opposed to this image.

2. I don’t think this is an extremely provocative image.  (opinion)

3. we don’t have a high resolution version of this image (fact)

4. they were flakes.  Does he really deserve the cover?  Who am I to judge?

Transforming an Image to text

1. making an image in to text is a nice idea but I think it works best when viewed at multiple scales.  This means it can be read from far, as an image; it can be read from close, as a series of characters.  If we mask the image with thermochromic ink, we then lose one of these readings.  In the case of the goulthorpe image, it is illegible for viewing at arms length.

2. if an image in converted to text, it should be printed with thermochromic ink, rather than making it.

3. converting an image to text can be done in two ways.  The first is using an ascii art generator that works best with courier font and is limited to random text characters. At 12 pt, the image is only somewhat legible. The second way is to use a photoshop filter.  The legibility is much better using the photoshop filer, but the text can not be manipulated and remains a high-resolution image, rather than characters.

4. the font offered by these programs conflicts with the interstate font used by PRAXIS

Thermochromic Ink

1. Thermochromic Ink is cool

2. The ink can be used to:

a. Conceal/reveal

b. Mask/expose

c. Distort/clarify

d. Provoke engagement/provide information

e. Secure/verify

3. With the amount of time invested in exploring the use of this ink, I do not think it is a good idea to abandon it.

Field of PRAXIS/Field of Sixes 

1. This issue is the only opportunity to do something like this

2. It is a concept that everyone agrees upon

3. The idea is criticized for not offering ‘more’.

4. I think that a field of text, such as ‘PRAXISPRAXISPRAXIS’ can be compatible with a field of text generated by an ASCII art generator, but only if the legibility of the image we are transforming by the ASCII art generator is not compromised and is legible at a distance.  Masking a generated image with a field of PRAXIS text is not a good solution because it makes the image illegible from a distance and the image is not inherently legible form close up.

Using Contents on the Cover

1. I think that concealing the contents on the cover (using text) can be integrated in to transforming an image to text or the field of PRAXIS/SIX

2. The idea is criticized because contents are not provocative enough

3. The content font is not compatible with ASCII images, but it is with the field of PRAXIS/SIX

4. the contents are a way to navigate and information.  This is consistent with a way to use the ink.

5. If we are to use contents on the cover, they should be part of a larger navigational/informational system
